Chapter 4 - Instructor notes:

This chapter provides a good opportunity to point out that layers 1 and 2 of the OSI model deal with media dependent issues.  Layers 3 through 7 do not care what the underlying technology is.  Layers 3 through 7 are media independent.

There is a lot of technical content included in this chapter.  The student may easily become overwhelmed with all the details.  This is a good time to help the student continue to maintain focus on the concepts that need to be learned while helping them through the myriad details.  There are a lot of facts that they will need to remember (even those facts related to those legacy 10BASE2 and 10BASE5 networks).  The end of chapter exams, the exams provided in the instructor's material, and the ExamGear test engine will provide a lot of guidance as to where to focus your attention.  These test banks were developed by individuals that maintain multiple industry certifications and have a lot of experience helping students prepare for certifications such as the Network+ and Cisco network certifications.
