Chapter 15 - Instructor notes:

The concept of the Internet, and how it came into existence, is a very interesting process.  Conceptually it has origins as far back as 1957 when Russia launched Sputnik and started a race for technological superiority.  As a result of that, the United Stated established the Advanced Research Projects Agency, the defense's technological think tank.  As I did some research for this chapter I ran across some interesting historical data about the ARPA/DARPA and the Internet.  It provided some background and insights that will make for some interesting class discussion.  The speed at which the ARPANET became a mainstream global information source and business model is phenomenal.  There are few military inventions that have such a profound impact on our society as the Internet has.  It is becoming common place for individuals to have personal web sites.  It is also becoming common place for individuals to control their own domains (as opposed to just having a presence on a www.aol.com/mysite server).  If you can do small bit of historical research, and then present that background Internet development information to the students at the beginning of this chapter, you will find an opportunity to present the content in this chapter in a manner that the students can relate to.  Try to paint the big picture of what is going on in our society (on a global scale) and then relate the use of the technologies presented in this chapter to our societal needs.  How has this technology affected our daily lives?
